AN ACT relating to notarial acts; enacting the Revised Uniform 

Law on Notarial Acts; repealing certain provisions of the 
Uniform Law on Notarial Acts; and providing other 
matters properly relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law contains the Uniform Law on Notarial Acts, which provides the 1 
manner in which notarial acts must be performed. (NRS 240.161-240.169) Existing 2 
law also allows the Secretary of State to appoint electronic notaries public and 3 
provides for the performance of notarial acts on electronic records by electronic 4 
notaries public. (NRS 240.181-240.206) Under existing law, to become an 5 
electronic notary public, a person must already be a notarial officer in Nevada and 6 
must successfully complete a course of study on electronic notarization, enter into a 7 
bond, pay an application fee and take an oath. (NRS 240.192) 8 
 This bill replaces the Uniform Law on Notarial Acts with the Revised Uniform 9 
Law on Notarial Acts (RULONA) and maintains existing law relating to the 10 
performance of notarial acts on electronic records by electronic notaries public. The 11 
RULONA defines certain standard notarial acts, including, without limitation, 12 
acknowledgment, the verification or witnessing of a signature and the certification 13 
of a copy of a record, and specifies the manner in which the act must be performed. 14 
Sections 11 and 34 of this bill prohibit a notarial officer from performing a notarial 15 
act with respect to a record to which the officer or the officer’s spouse or domestic 16 
partner is a party or in which either of them has a direct beneficial interest. Sections 17 
12, 13 and 14 of this bill require a person seeking a notarial act to appear 18 
personally before the notarial officer and require the notarial officer to identify the 19 
person based on personal knowledge, certain types of identification or the oath or 20 
affirmation of a credible witness. Section 15 of this bill allows a notarial officer to 21 
refuse to perform a notarial act if the notarial officer is not satisfied that the 22 
signature is knowingly or voluntarily made or has concern as to the competency or 23 
capacity of the person. 24 
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 Sections 17-19 of this bill provide for the recognition of notarial acts 25 
performed by notarial officers in this State, in another state of the United States, 26 
under the jurisdiction of a federally recognized Indian tribe or nation, or under 27 
federal authority. Section 20 of this bill provides for the recognition of notarial acts 28 
performed in a foreign state. 29 
 Section 21 of this bill requires the notarial act to be evidenced by a certificate 30 
which satisfies certain requirements. Sections 22-26 of this bill provide forms for 31 
this certificate for certain types of notarial acts. 32

thereto the provisions set forth as sections 2 to 29, inclusive, of this 2 
act.

 Sec. 2.  “Notary public” means an individual appointed to 4 
perform a notarial act by the Secretary of State pursuant to  5 
NRS 240.010. 6 
 Sec. 3.  “Verification on oath or affirmation” means a 7 
declaration, made by an individual on oath or affirmation before a 8 
notarial officer, that a statement in a document or electronic 9 
document, whichever is applicable, is true. 10 
 Sec. 4.  As used in NRS 240.1663, 240.1667, 240.167, 11 
240.1685 and 240.169 and sections 4 to 29, inclusive, of this act, 12 
unless the context otherwise requires, the words and terms defined 13 
in sections 5 to 8, inclusive, of this act have the meanings ascribed 14 
to them in those sections. 15 
 Sec. 5.  “Person” means an individual, corporation, business 16 
trust, statutory trust, estate, trust, partnership, limited-liability 17 
company, association, joint venture, public corporation, 18 
government or governmental subdivision, agency or 19 
instrumentality, or any other legal or commercial entity. 20 
 Sec. 6.  “Sign” means, with present intent to authenticate or 21 
adopt a record to execute or adopt a tangible symbol. 22 
 Sec. 7.  “Signature” means a tangible symbol that evidences 23 
the signing of a document. 24 
 Sec. 8.  “State” means a state of the United States, the 25 
District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the United States Virgin 26 
Islands or any territory or insular possession subject to the 27 
jurisdiction of the United States. 28 
 Sec. 9.  NRS 240.1663, 240.1667, 240.167, 240.1685 and 29 
240.169 and sections 4 to 29, inclusive, of this act may be cited as 30 
the Revised Uniform Law on Notarial Acts. 31 
 Sec. 10.  1.  A notarial act may be performed in this State by 32 
the following persons: 33 
 (a) A notary public of this State; 34 
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 (b) A judge, clerk or deputy clerk of any court of this State; 1 
 (c) A justice of the peace; or 2 
 (d) Any other person authorized to perform the specific act by 3 
the law of this State. 4 
 2.  The signature and title of a person performing a notarial 5 
act in this State are prima facie evidence that the signature is 6 
genuine and that the person holds the designated title. 7 
 3.  The signature and title of a notarial officer described in 8 
paragraph (a), (b) or (c) of subsection 1 conclusively establish the 9 
authority of the officer to perform the notarial act. 10 
 Sec. 11.  1.  A notarial officer may perform a notarial act 11 
authorized by NRS 240.001 to 240.169, inclusive, and sections 4 to 12 
29, inclusive, of this act or by law of this State other than NRS 13 
240.001 to 240.169, inclusive, and sections 4 to 29, inclusive, of 14 
this act. 15 
 2.  A notarial officer other than a notary public may not 16 
perform a notarial act with respect to a record to which the officer 17 
or the officer’s spouse or domestic partner is a party, or in which 18 
either of them has a direct beneficial interest. A notary public may 19 
not perform a notarial act if the notarial act is prohibited by NRS 20 
240.001 to 240.169, inclusive and sections 4 to 29, inclusive, of 21 
this act. A notarial act performed in violation of this subsection is 22 
voidable. 23 
 3.  For the purposes of this section, a person is the domestic 24 
partner of a notarial officer if the person and the notarial officer 25 
are domestic partners, as that term is defined in NRS 122A.030. 26 
 Sec. 12.  1.  A notarial officer who takes an 27 
acknowledgement of a document shall determine, from personal 28 
knowledge or satisfactory evidence of the identity of the person, 29 
that the person appearing before the notarial officer and making 30 
the acknowledgment has the identity claimed and that the 31 
signature on the document is the signature of the person. 32 
 2.  A notarial officer who takes a verification on oath or 33 
affirmation shall determine, from personal knowledge or 34 
satisfactory evidence of the identity of the person, that the person 35 
appearing before the officer and making the verification has the 36 
identity claimed and that the signature on the statement verified is 37 
the signature of the individual. 38 
 3.  A notarial officer who witnesses or attests to a signature 39 
shall determine, from personal knowledge or satisfactory evidence 40 
of the identity of the person, that the person appearing before the 41 
officer and signing the document has the identity claimed. 42 
 4.  A notarial officer who certifies or attests a copy of a 43 
document or an item that was copied shall determine that the copy 44 
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is a full, true and accurate transcription or reproduction of the 1 
document or item. 2 
 5.  A notarial officer who makes or notes a protest of a 3 
negotiable instrument shall determine the matters set forth in 4 
subsection 2 of NRS 104.3505. 5 
 6.  A notarial officer who administers an oath or affirmation 6 
shall determine, from personal knowledge or satisfactory evidence, 7 
the identity of the person taking the oath or affirmation. 8 
 7.  A notarial officer who executes a jurat shall administer an 9 
oath or affirmation to the affiant and determine, from personal 10 
knowledge or satisfactory evidence, that the affiant is the person 11 
named in the document. The affiant shall sign the document in 12 
the presence of the notarial officer. The notarial officer shall 13 
administer the oath or affirmation required pursuant to this 14

 Sec. 13.  If a notarial act relates to a statement made in or a 19 
signature executed on a document, the person making the 20 
statement or executing the signature shall appear personally 21 
before the notarial officer. 22 
 Sec. 14.  1.  A notarial officer has personal knowledge of the 23 
identity of a person appearing before the officer if the person is 24 
personally known to the officer through dealings sufficient to 25 
provide reasonable certainty that the person has the identity 26 
claimed. 27 
 2.  A notarial officer has satisfactory evidence of the identity 28 
of a person appearing before the officer if the officer can identify 29 
the person: 30 
 (a) By means of: 31 
  (1) A passport, driver’s license or government-issued 32 
nondriver identification card which is current or expired not more 33 
than 3 years before performance of the notarial act; 34 
  (2) Another form of government identification issued to a 35 
person which is current or expired not more than 3 years before 36 
performance of the notarial act, contains the signature or a 37 
photograph of the person and is satisfactory to the notarial officer; 38 
or 39 
  (3) A consular identification card. 40 
 (b) By a verification on oath or affirmation of a credible 41 
witness personally appearing before the officer and known to the 42 
officer or whom the officer can identify on the basis of a passport, 43 
driver’s license or government-issued nondriver identification 44 
card which is current or expired not more than 3 years before 45 
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performance of the notarial act. The oath or affirmation must be 1 
in substantially the following form: 2

 3.  A notarial officer may require a person to provide 8 
additional information or identification credentials necessary to 9 
assure the officer of the identity of the person. 10 
 4.  As used in this section, “consular identification card” 11 
means an identification card issued by a consulate of a foreign 12 
government, which consulate is located in this State. 13 
 Sec. 15.  1.  A notarial officer may refuse to perform a 14 
notarial act if the notarial officer is not satisfied that: 15 
 (a) The person executing the record is competent or has the 16 
capacity to execute the record; or 17 
 (b) The person’s signature is knowingly and voluntarily made. 18 
 2.  A notarial officer may refuse to perform a notarial act 19 
unless refusal is prohibited by law other than NRS 240.1663, 20 
240.1667, 240.167, 240.1685 and 240.169 and sections 4 to 29, 21 
inclusive, of this act.

 Sec. 18.  1.  A notarial act performed under the authority 42 
and in the jurisdiction of a federally recognized Indian tribe or 43 
nation has the same effect as if performed by a notarial officer of 44 
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this State, if the act performed in the jurisdiction of that tribe or 1 
nation is performed by: 2 
 (a) A notary public of that tribe or nation; 3 
 (b) A judge, clerk or deputy clerk of a court of that tribe or 4 
nation; or 5 
 (c) Any other person authorized by the law of that tribe or 6 
nation to perform the notarial act. 7 
 2.  The signature and title of a person performing a notarial 8 
act under the authority of and in the jurisdiction of a federally 9 
recognized Indian tribe or nation are prima facie evidence that the 10 
signature is genuine and that the person holds the designated title. 11 
 3.  The signature and title of a notarial officer described in 12 
paragraph (a) or (b) of subsection 1 conclusively establish the 13 
authority of the notarial officer to perform the notarial act. 14 
 Sec. 19.  1.  A notarial act performed under federal law has 15 
the same effect under the law of this State as if performed by a 16 
notarial officer of this State, if the act performed under federal 17 
law is performed by: 18 
 (a) A judge, clerk or deputy clerk of a court; 19 
 (b) A person in military service or performing duties under the 20 
authority of military service who is authorized to perform notarial 21 
acts under federal law; 22 
 (c) A person designated a notarizing officer by the United 23 
States Department of State for performing notarial acts overseas; 24 
or 25 
 (d) Any other person authorized by federal law to perform the 26 
notarial act. 27 
 2.  The signature and title of a person acting under federal 28 
authority and performing a notarial act are prima facie evidence 29 
that the signature is genuine and that the person holds the 30 
designated title. 31 
 3.  The signature and title of an officer described in 32 
paragraph (a), (b) or (c) of subsection 1 conclusively establish the 33 
authority of the officer to perform the notarial act. 34 
 Sec. 20.  1.  If a notarial act is performed under authority 35 
and in the jurisdiction of a foreign state or constituent unit of the 36 
foreign state or is performed under the authority of a 37 
multinational or international governmental organization, the act 38 
has the same effect under the law of this State as if performed by a 39 
notarial officer of this State. 40 
 2.  If the title of office and indication of authority to perform 41 
notarial acts in a foreign state appears in a digest of foreign law or 42 
in a list customarily used as a source for that information, the 43 
authority of an officer with that title to perform notarial acts is 44 
conclusively established. 45 
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 3.  The signature and official stamp of a person holding an 1 
office described in subsection 2 are prima facie evidence that the 2 
signature is genuine and the person holds the designated title. 3 
 4.  An apostille in the form prescribed by the Hague 4

the United States Department of State as a notarizing officer for 10 
performing notarial acts overseas and attached to the document or 11 
electronic record with respect to which the notarial act is 12 
performed conclusively establishes that the signature of the 13 
notarial officer is genuine and that the officer holds the indicated 14 
office. 15 
 6.  As used in this section, “foreign state” means a 16 
government other than the United States, a state or a federally 17 
recognized Indian tribe or nation. 18 
 Sec. 21.  1.  A notarial act must be evidenced by a certificate. 19 
The certificate must: 20 
 (a) Be executed contemporaneously with the performance of 21 
the notarial act; 22 
 (b) Be signed and dated by the notarial officer and, if the 23 
notarial officer is a notary public, be signed in the same manner 24 
as on file with the Secretary of State; 25
