Sec. 4. A person fwhesel may renew a certificate of competency fhasnet-expired-or-been

year in which the certificate expires.

Sec. 5. NAC 590.380 is hereby amended to read as follows:

590.380 1. If acertificate expiresfor failure ftimely]} to apply for renewal [} in atimely
manner, anew certificate will be issued by the board to the holder of the expired certificate only
upon his passing an oral and written examination.

2. Anorder by the board suspending a certificate will be followed in all cases by a further
order:

() Vacating the order of suspension, thereby renewing the original certificate; or

(b) Permanently revoking the certificate.

3. Upon the suspension of a certificate, the board will not renew the original certificate

until the holder of the certificate passes the prescribed oral and written examination.
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4. An application for the issuance of a new certificate will not be accepted, entertained or
acted upon while an order of suspension of the certificate of the applicant isin effect.

5. If the board has revoked a certificate pursuant to the provisions of NRS 590.605, a new
certificate will not be issued to the person whose certificate was revoked until he passes the
prescribed oral and written examination.

4} 6. A period of at least 6 months from the date of the order of revocation of a certificate
must elapse before a person who has had a certificate revoked may reapply for examination and

issuance of anew certificate.
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
