Ct seems t hat Leidy was elected from Esmeralda as an Independent and h as all 
along maintained that he wot1ld remain true to his principles. 

Day before yesterday he was against Stewart as an independent honest man must 
n ecessarily be. Yesterday morning h'e was against Stewart. Yesterday noon he was 
opposed to Stewart. H e was even against him up to about 3 o'c·lock yesterday after­
noon, bnt about twenty minutes later Assemblyman Leidy had become a supportiir of 
vVm. M. Stewart for United States Senator from !\evada. 

It is alleged that t he circumstances which Jed np to his conversion were about as 
follows: Yesterday afternoon some time between 3 and 4 o'clock Wallace secured

Leidy then announced that he was going down to Reno, but it seems that he went 
on down to San Francisco in compan y with Assemblymen Strosnider a nd H enley, 
who were chaperoned by H arry F lannery, a Southern Pacific employe in the Sena­
torial fight. 

1'hev are 11ot expected to return before Tuesday mornin g, a n d rumor has it that 
the~ wlll be well t reated by the Company while in the city. 

Certainly fifty dollars is not a ll by any means that will be paid for a vote by the 
Stewartites. All rode on passes of course. 

It is claimed that Leidy will receive no large snm of money, but that Stewart has 
promised to du something for him in 'Vashington. 

E vidences of the Southern Pacitic sack have been coming to .light each day, but t he 
clim ax has bee n reached and something will be heard to drop in the next day or two, 
as t he matter·will d oubtless be called to the attention o r the Gran d Jury . l leasons for 
not stating the manner in which it is proposed t o present proof are obvious.

SPECIAL ORDEH. OF THE DAY. 

Election of United States Senator. 
Nominations were declared i n order. 
Mr. McGowan of Ormsby placed in nomination the Hon. William 

M. Stewart of Ormsby county, with the following remarks: 
' JJfr. Speaker and Gr.ntlem.en o.f the A ssembly: 

I take great pleusnre to-day in placing in no mination for the high office of United 
States Senator fro111 t he State of Nevarla a man who has h eld that hig h and exalted 
office for a nnmber of terms; a man who is known to all the citizens of the State of 
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Nevada as a fearless advocate for our only industry of this State-the free and unlim­
ited coinage of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1. A man who has always been true to party 
principles and to party pledge8; a man whose devotion to the silver metal has even 
made h is enemies say that his defeat would be rnceived in the East as a defeat of silver 
in the State of Nevada. 

In November an election was called in pnrsuance of the Constitution of this State, 
and before that time we had a Convention assembled at Reno. Certain nominations 
were made there;, certain pledges were taken by th e nominees. On one of those plat­
form principles we were p ledged to the support of the gentleman I intend to pnt in 
nomination for United States Senator. The people of the State in an election ratified 
t he choice, with one exception, of the Silver party in convention made at that time, 
and to-day it is our duty to live up to the pledges and the party principles of that Con­
vention, and we want this man 11ow, he being the only one to whorn we owe our dnty. 

I say to the Democrat s in this Honse that t he man that I intend to place in nomi­
nation has been the advocate of some of the principles of that party; that he lifted up 
his voice in eloquence to throw down t he fetters that some of the members of the 
National House of Representatives would pnt upon the poor people of the South in the 
form of t he Force bill. In that struggle the peoplt> of the South (the home of man y 
Democratic statesmen of the United 8tates) were beseeehing people of the North to 
keep this threatened oppression from their doors, and t he mothers of the Southern 
homes sent up a shout in praise for the vote of William ),1. Stewart upon the Force bill. 

Now, Mr. Speaker, we have, as I stated in the beginning, but one industry in this 
State. I can remember a few years ago, w-hcn I lived npon the Comstock in this State, 
that I saw the men going to work in droves : then silver could be sold in the open 
markets of the world at some kind of a premium; and to-day t he houses have been 
torn down in that desolate bnrg, sons and daughters who lived t here have been fol'<·ed 
into exile throughout the different States and Territories. 

In Mr. Stewart's legislation upon the silver question only, we have a man noted 
not only in the United States bnt throughout all lcn rope, on account of his nnuer­
standing of this question. Wh y, gentlemen, I think that t he name of Nevada wouli! 
he disgraced did we refose to send him back now, at this critical time when we 11eed 
legislation upon this particula r snbject. 

People in the East have got so that they understand or proclaim that the silver 
question is dead. Oh, if it is <lead, what becomes of the State of Nevada? What little 
population we have now will be forced to go to otherJllaces. 

I say to this Assembly, one and all, that we must epend upon some legislation for 
silver or onr State will be worse down than she is at present. 

Now, l take great llleasure in placing in nomination for the United States Senate, 
Senator William M. Stewart,'of Ormsby county. 

Mr. H enley of Esmeralda seconded the nomination of William M. 
Stewart, and addressed the Assembly as follows: 

I desire to second the nomination that has just been made for United States Sen­
ator. I aru mindful of the great res ponsibility that rests upon us when in the dis­
ch a rge of our duties we are called upon to declare which one of the citizens of this 
State shall be chosen to represent us in the Senate of the United States, the greatest 
and most dignified legislat ive bod~' in t he world. 

I believe it behooves ns to weigh caref'ull~-, and measure impartially, the ability, 
personal worth an(l public service of every man who may be 111 entioned in connect.ion 
with this h011orable position, to t he end that no mistake may be made and the high 
honor of our State in that body be maintained. So earnest am l in this contention, 
that I believe it wonl<l be our duty to cast aside the aspirations of ever.v candidate and 
choose a man from the ranks, if we knew him, who was n ot seeking the honor, if we 
were satisfied that he had the qnalif1catio11s that pre-eminent ly litred him for the 

plar1~ave given this snhject rnuch consideration dnring t h e past fe"· months, knowing 
it to be m y duty to do so. I have endeavored by every means within m y pO\rnr to gain 
the views of m y constituents; I have examined such of the public records as I could 
obtain, and I have stndied the opinions of m any men in pnhlie life, men whom I 
believe knew whe1·eo f' they spoke, among others our own Congressman, who has 
declared repeatedly t hat the interest of ou r State demanded the maintenance uuim­
paired of the present delegation in Congress, and. as affecting proposed financial leg-
1slation, the services of William M. Stewart were almost invaluable. 

'l'his consideration on my part was for the purpose of detennining to my own satis­
faction who wonld be of the rno8t benel"it to t he State generally, and the Silver in terest 
particularly, and I have determined that t he re is no man to-day within the borders of 
this commonwealth, who has greater ability, a hig her standing, or is in a position to 
accomplish as much for the State as the Honorable Wifiiam M. Stewart. 

In looki11g back over the past twelve years that he has represented t he State with 
the H onorab1e John P. Jones, I can tin<l rnuch e \ idence t hat is conclusive to my mind, 
that, under existing conditious, he has accomplished almost e.veryt.hing that could be 
reasonably demanded of the most zealous representative. In addition to t hat, I belie\'e 
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he has, by reason of t he tireless energy which is charactel'istic of h im, assisted to lift 
the question of the free and unlimited coinage of silver at t h e ratio .of 16 to 1 from an 
insignificant place to the leading or paramount one in national politics. I believe it 
was because of t his tireless energy that the question was studied and became better 
nnderstood by the masses, and I mt1st believe it was what led up to the nomination 
two years ago by the Democratic pa rty of the fearless leader, Willia m .J. Bryan, on a 
free coinage platform, and t he declaration of six million or more of t he voters of t his 
country that our financial policy shon ld be changed to conform therewith. 

Not\\ ithstandin~ all t hese things, it has been suggested, but I believe not seriously, 
that we should retire th is old silver champion, and choose anothe r to fill his place, 
a nd this at a time when it is conceded on all sides that the condition of the cause 
requires the services of our ablest men at the front. I am satisfied t hat t he result of 
tlus day's deliberations will s how that we have harken ed to the voice t hat bids us 
be trne to t he interests of onr l:itate, and grateful to a faithfnl public servant. 

The conviction is strong with me that the day of our deli verance is not far dist ant. 
In a few short year~. at most, the very acme of our desires will be reached, and the free 
coinage of silver wi ll be an accomplished fact. Then shall hundreds of tO\\ ns t h rough­
out th is State be filled wit h the happy homes of t he sil vor miner and his family, and 
we wil l partake of t he great p rospe rity which will accrne to all of the people of t his 
great Nation. Looking about us for a r eason for this wonderful ch ange in our condi­
tion, our memories will revert wit h feelings of greatest gratitude to the champions o f 
t he silver cause, who h ave labored in season and ont of season, by day and night., to the 
end t hat the shackles that bound t he brawn and muscle of t his fair Nation shonld be 
sundered forever. Jt will not take a great flight of our imagination to pictnre these men 
in procession, and as they pass in review we will have no trouble m distinguishing 
Teller of Colorado side by side with Bland of MissOltri, Towne of Minnesota and Sibley 
of Pennsylvania, Major Warner of Ohio and a ll t he rest, and weJl up in the front, c lose 
beh in d the wonderflll llryan, will b<J found the stalwart form of t he noble old Senator 
from Nevada, William M. 8tewart, his face expressive of t he great joy he feels at the 
successful conc lusion of his labor for years. · 

Mr. Tremont of Eureka also seconded the nomination of the Hon. 
William M. Stewart, and addressed the Assembly as follows : 

It is with a feeling of pleasure that I rise to second the nomination of Willia m M. 
Stewart. It is and should be considered an honor by any citizen when called upon to 
assist in a nomination or to cast his vote; how much more is it when he is called upon 
to assist in t he no mi nation or cast his vote for t he h igh o ltice of United States Senator, 
the highest and !$randest office within the gift of the people of a Roveroign State. We 
all know the position which Senator Stewart has attained on the si lver question, the 
paramount q11estion in this State, t he question before which every other question is 
trivial, and it is upon the settlement of the silver question that the prosper ity of the 
State of Nevada depends, and the interests of the people of t h e State of Nevada 
demand t hey shoultl be represented in the Senate by a man with a comm anding posi­
tion on that question. 

As evidence of the position that Mr. Stewart has obtained it can best he shown that 
among his enemies not a single one ever brought the charge of insincerity. Even his 
bitterest enemies in this cam paign have proclaimed that to retire Senator Stewart 
would be a national calamity. 

I wol1ld like t o call attention to a .remark made bv th e leader of t he gold element 
on the floor of t he 8enate. I n 1893, when the r ep eal of t he Sherman bill was before 
the Senate, Senator Hoar, in c0mmen ti11g, said that the only t hing that Senator Stew­
art had done for t he people of Nevada on the silver question was to add an amend­
ment to the Lord's l:'rayer for the free and unlimited coinage of silver at the ratio of 
Hi to 1. l<'ellow-members, if a member of the United States l:ienate from this State has 
left a duty unperformed, it is but right that he should be returned in order that he 
might follill t hat duty. I have no desire to be irrelevant. It has been said that when 
a member from Em·eka took t he tloor in t his House that the unan imous expression of 
feeling has always been," How long, 0 Lord, how Jong." I have no d esire to detain you. 

Regarding the sentiment in this State, I would ill ustrate : A. few days before I left 
my home to take my position in tho Legislature, I called on t he Honorable A. L. Fitz­
gerald. our District J udge. Judge J!'itzgerald had been prominently mentioned in con­
nection with the United States l:ienatorship, a11d in speaking of the situation I called 
his attention to i t, and he said: "It would be a high honor was I placed in nomination 
for the United States Senatorship ; it is a position to which every man can aspire. but 
in the inteersts of the silver cause, in the interests of the future prosperity of t he State 
of Nevada, I would decline under a n y circumstances to have my name p resented as a 
candidate. \Vas the position tendered to me, sooner than see Senator Stewitrt. turned 
down, I would refuse it." H e said that Senator l:itewart had attained a position where 
he was t he_on ly living man that could take up and jseep the silver issue in t he place it 
now occupies. 

A.s I stated, it lies in the power of Senator Stewart to get that issue before the Sen­
ate, that we may get some action npon it; it lies in t h e power of Senator Stewart to 
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say t h at t h e silver lining will soon be observed, a nd t h e clouds of darkness soon be 
rolled away. · . 

I would say, that realizin g the responsibility t h at is cast upon ns, the future of t he 
State lies in onr hands, and ponder well before yon cast your vote in opposition to 
William M. Stewart. 

Mr. Paul of White Pine then placed in nomination the Hon. A. C. 
Cleveland of White Pine county, with the following remarks: 
ltfr. Speaker tmd Gentlenw~ of the Assembly: 

I t gives me great pleasure that I am listed h ere to contravene the attempts of the 
Southern Pacific Railroad to rule the people of Neva<ia, and I regret that my voice has 
not the volume of a h urricane so that every man in this State might hear and see t his 
thing as I see it. 

Silver is-not at issue. I am a silver p roducer, and have been ever since I was t hat 
high. I have been alniost raised underground. At t imes I have employed a large 
number of m en who helped me co ntribute to Roth sch ild. 

Now, gentlemen , this speech maki ng is a new business to me, a nd I h ope the Assem­
bly will pardon me if I speak in a somewhat desultory m an ner, because I have a great 
man y ideas, ai1d l wou ld like to presen t them all. Is lt not a fact paten t to all that t he 
agents of t h e 8011thern Pacific Railroad have been brought here from Kentucky an d 
from all portions of this 8tate to defeat the will of t he people? A.nd I say that t his 
Legislature has the grandest opportnnitr to emancipate t he people of the State of 
Nevada from the domination and contro of th is railroad. 

l am a railroad man; I believe in a mnltiplicit>' of rnilroads; \Ve want more rail­
roads. That is evidenced in the Territory of Arizon a, which is a g reat de.sert, and 
in the State of Colorado, which has built. 11p a gre.at city-the city of Denver-almost 
wholly sustained by railroads. I say we want more railroads, as competition is t he 
only thing t hat will ever settle t he difficulties between railroads. We cannot legislate 
o r regulate those things otherwise. · 

I a lways was a suµporter of William M. Stewart' until I began to look into !us 
career. I excnsed him for the first mistake be made, but I never can excuse him for 
the second m istake he made when he voted to repeal the Bland Act, and durin9 the 
agitation for th e r epeal of that A.ct She rman was accused of being the author of this 
obnoxious A ct, and excused himself by saying that t he co11ntry wo11ld be precipitated 
into free coinage unless the Act was passed. f blame Stewart for voting as Sherman 
suggested. Anrl I say if this tight resolves itself down so t hat one man controls the 
situation, that the people would inquire who, when and wh at. Every one that has 
studied the situation at all knows that the great lenders have indicated that silver 
will not be the main issue in the next campaign. r claim that a honse d ivided against 
itself must fall. 80 many crimes have been committed in t he name of silver that 
Nature herself seems to be taking all our arguments away from us, as evidenced by 
the d iseover y of the Klondike, the famine in India and the discoverv of t he process 
known as the cyanide process for extracting gold . !!If ature seems to 'be against us at 
t his time. 

r will now proceed to place in nomi nation an independen t candidate, a man who 
places princ iple above party, a man who has s pent t he majority of his life, a third of a 
century, in this State, a man who contribute<l of h is substance in support and relief of 
the distressed ones where he lives; a man who breathes the a ir of White Pine county, 
a county which has brought before the country sueh men as A.shley and DeLong, and 
other men who have had much to do with s haping the destinies of the people. A rµan 
who seized, while still believing in the principles of that party, t he Republican banner 
when it was trailing in the mud, and almost swept it on to victory; a man who was 
li rst to have the courage to co me ont and oppose the gigan tic octopus which is absorb­
ing the life of the people. A. man of great exe<:utive ability, who has proved hi mself 
true to t he people an<\ true to his convictions, and has declared he is in favor of the 
resto rat ion of silver at t he ra tio of sixt een to one; a m an whose name will go down to 
posterity with great honor. 

I place in nomination for the h igh and exalted office of United 8tates Senator, the 
Honorable A.. C. Cleveland of W hite l 'ine. 

The nomination of the Hon. A. C. Cleveland was seconded by Mr. 
Dooley of Lincoln , with the following remarks : 
ltfr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Assenilily: 

During t he time t h at 011r Sergeant-at-Arms was out on his little social call, an invi­
tation was extended me to 8econ d the nomination of t he Honorable A.. C. Cleveland, 
which 1 now take plea8t1fe in doing. A.t t h e same t ime I regret t h at the invitation 
was not presented to me at least an hour or two hon rs earlier. The very high regard 
I have for Mr. Clevela11d, aml the h igh regard in whh;h he is h eld in our section of t he 
country, would have enabled me to p resent every detail that would have made him 
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commendable before this body. He has resided in this State. as you have been told, 
for nearly forty years, and during that time he has been engaged in various occupa­
tions; at t he present time he is following mining and agricultural pursuits and stock 
raising. 

Another opportunity that I have at t his moment, and which I might int rod uce as 
an illustration, was, that durin~ the campaign in our county, I did not advocate any 
particular aspirant for Senatorial honors, but I sa id to t he people: "\Vheu this elec­
tion is over if I am successful in this campaign I will cause a ballot to be distributed 
t hroughout the county in which t he people shalt say who their choice shall be for the 
next Uuited States Senator." .A.nd as to t he result of that r have a very popular vote 
fo r Mr. Cleveland from our county. E very district in t he county has responded; three 
failed to respond by ballot, but responded by letters. 

Now, I don't care ta take up much valuable time, as perhaps there a re others here 
who have candidates to place in nomination, and I wish to say that I hope their names 
will be seconded in order to have their names come before this body, because there are 
many different aspirants, amt it is a good idea to get somebody we want. 

I have consu lted with many prominent men t hroughout the State, and all say a 
change is n ecessary in our Senate. I believe that to be the popular fee ling throughot1t 
the Stat.e, and with that feeling I will cast. my ballot. I believe that Honorable A. C. 
Cleveland is t he representative man of ·the State of Nevada; t 11at h e is not owned or 
controlled by any corporation, trnst, or by individuals in sets1 and I believe t hat he 
is the proper man to represent the people of the State of Nevaaa in the Senate of the 
United States, and I repeat that it affords me pleasure to second his nomination. 

MR. P ATEY-I wish to place in nomination the name of W.W. Williams of Churchill 
county, for United States Senato.r from Nevada. , 

Mr. McMill an seconded the nomination with the following remarks : 
.!tlr. Speaker : 

I arise for t he purpose of seconding t he nomination just made, and in so doing I do 
not desire to at tern pt to make an.v talk; t hat is out of my line, but to explain to you 
the issue npon which the Storey County Delegation is placed here-the issue u pon the 
representation of Senator William M. Stewart, and upon t h e fie ld, as you might say, 
upon any one e lse who might appear before us. It was clearly pnt before the voters of 
Olli' county, an d th e issue was overwh elmingl y carried, against the sendin~ back to 
Washington, to represent this State in the United States 8enate, Senator ·w1lliam M. 
Stewart. 

We have at the present time the largest minin~ section of any place in the State. 
Our mine~, of con rse, are largely productive of the silver-metal, and as h as beE1n wise, 
in my j t1dgment, t he voters of Storey county explained to t heir representatives here 
that we place onr vote for a man other t h an ' Vilham M. Stewart to represent us, and I 
t hink and know t hat the representation of Storey cou nty is with ns, and for t hat rea­
son, upon a Republican stand point, I take pleasure in seconding the nomination of Vv. 
W. Williams for United States Senator. 

Mr. Van Etten then placed in nomination for the United States Sena­
torsbip the H onorable William Woodburn of Ormsby county. 

Mr. Gedney then pl aced in nomination for United States Senator 
from Nevada, the Hon. N. H. A. Mason, with the following remarks: 
~fr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Assembly: 

I n discnssing the political issues of the day, I will have to differ somewhat from 
t he other members wbo have spoken. The first gentlemen said that silver was the 

faramount issue of importance; that it was the only thing Nevada had as a resource. 
f that is true, where are all the people getting their support from? If it is a ll from 

silver mining, C don't want any more l egis lation in favor of free silver. r claim that 
there are ot her issues at stake, other important ind ustries in the State of Nevada, and 
among those I mention t he industries of agriculture and stock raising. I say that 
these are the most important industries in the Staie of Nevada to-day, an d I predict 
here on the floor of this H ouse, that they always will be the most prosperous indus­
tries in t he State of Nevada. 

I arise t o place in nomination a man who is closely a llied with the industry of 
stock raising and agricnlture; one who is a representative man of the otate of Nevada; 
a man who h as lived here for a number of years; a man whose integrity and industry 
cannot be disputed, cannot be den ied. I r~lace in nomination t he Hon. H. N. A. Mason 
of Elko.

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Mr. Meach am also seconded the nomination of Hon. W. W. Williams, 
with the following remarks: 
Mr. Speaker and .llfembers of the Assembly: 

I also second t h e nomination of W. ,V. Williams, and I wish to state to you a very 
significant fact, and that is, that Storey connty of all other counties is most intereste<l 
in the cause of silver; that co1mt.v which is t he most pronounced silver county.in the 
most pronounced silver State m thi's Union, has sent a solid delegation of Republicans 
to this Assembly. Why should you be afraid of Republicans if we are not? There is 
no other county in this State whose interests are as wholly devoted to silver as ours 
are, and why should yon be afraid of Republicans if we are not? 'l'h e Republican s of 
t his Assembly a re pledged to no man, a re controlled by no corporation; they have come 
to this Capitol hoping that they may do this State some service, and I t ell yon that 
the greatest service that can be clone to the people of this State, and the service which 
will be appreciated by them more t han anything else is that we send to the Senate. of 
the United States a person who is one of them, not only on silver, but on everything 
else. , 

T here is somethin g besides silver. Can you tell me whether in the representatives 
we have had in t he Senate of the tlnited States up to this time there is one Senator 
who has had a sincere personal care for our public schools? Has \rn had any particular 
interest for anything that goes to make a State? Has he had anv particular interest 
for the government of onr towns or cities, or anything of that kind? I say he has not. 
The men who have represented Nevada in the l:lenate of the United States h ave been 
more d istinguished for the millions they have t aken from it than for the thou~ands 
they h ave invest eel in it. I t is not alone that I second this nomination becanse the 
man of our choice belongs to that great party which for forty years has gnided the 
destinies of these United States; i t is not alone for that, and they have guided its 
destinies in peace and war in such a way as to add honor and glory to our country. I 
sav that we should take all these things into consideration, and I wot1ld say also that 
it ls not because t he man of our choice is not a member of that other great party which 
oftentimes and always we have opposed in its domestic policies, but which 1 will say 
has stood side by side with Republican s whenever it has been concerned with a foreign 
foe, whenever onr fla~ has been as~ailed . It is not because our candidate is not a mem­

He has engaged in agricnlture and stock raising, and is a representative of the national 
party, and I believe about the only man in the party who h as nailed to its masthead 
the princiJ?le of free coin age of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1. I do not believe that he 
exactly coincides with the principles of t h e Silver party of this State as they are rnn 
-by the agents of outside mterests. I will say that Mr. Mason has the reputation of 
being a straightforward, honest and just man , and as such I think h e will make an 
able Senator and our interests at Washington would be ably taken care of. 

The Speaker suggested that as each member's name was called he 
should arise to his feet and answer h is choice for United States Senator. 

No further nominations appearing, the nominations were declared 
closed, and the House proceeded to ballot for United States Senator, 
with the following result:

Those voting for N. H. A. Mason were: Messrs. Gedney, Pitt and Wilkerson-3.

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The. Speaker announced that the majority of the whole number of 
the votes cast by this Assembly for Senator in Congress from this State 
having been cast for William M. Stewart, his name shall be entered on 
the Journal as the choice of this Assembly.

"Or from t he State Examinin~ Board of any State of the United States," is particularly 
objectionable and pernicious m this : That it would throw open the doors of practice 
to, and admit as physicians and sur~eons, scores of fossils, herb-mongers, blood-letters 
and old -time quaC'ks, who were admitted as practitioners unde1· the ancient statutes of 
some of t he St ates before medicine and su rgery had attain ed the dignity of a science 
in this country; t h us submitting limbs, h ealth and Jives of the people of t his State to 
the dan gerous experimenting of unskilled h ands and unschooled heads in the science 
of medicine or the art of s urgery, and to prevent t he entering of legitimate practition­
ers into th e practice of either medicine or surgery within this State, by placing t hem 
in direct competition \Yit h the untrained and unskilled.

I h ave the honor to return herewith, without my approval, Assembly Bill No. 43-­
An Act to amend section seven of an Act entitled "An .Act to provide for issuing of 
teachers' certitica~es by County Boards of Examination, and otller matters properly 
connected t herewith." 

l\Iy objections to this bill may be briefly stated as follows: The Act of March 20, 
1895, which this Act amends, has now been in fo rce two years, and in my judgment its 
operation has had a beneficial intluence on the pnblic schools of the State. It has 
eliminated from the powers of Boards of Examination the exercise of privileges, sub­
ject to criticism for showing partiality in g ranting favors to teachers in primary depart­
ments of the pn blic schools. 

If the present law is permitted to remain in force, all applicants for certificates .to 
teach wi ll have equal opport unity to demonstrate their abilitv and fitness for positions 
as primary teachers in tf1e public schools, and no favoritism is possible by the Exam­
ining Board. The amendment contemplated by the Act presented fo r my approval is 
that: " The County Boards of gxaminntion may renew the certificate of any person 
successfully engaged in teaching in t he county." This does not specify any rule, test 
or evidence for the guidance of the Iloard o f l!:xamination. 'l'he phrase "successfully 
engaged in teachi ng" present.~ opportunity to each teacher wh o h as been employed to 
claim to have been successful, but does not provide any method for establishing the 
fact. I n my opinion\ t he best evidence to tiresent in favor of successfnl teaching is 
competenc~'• and the oest method to determrne the fact is the ability to stand a s11c­
cessful examinat ion.
